Minutes of the meeting in November 2025 -  It was proposed by Cllr Bland and seconded by Cllr Goodman that the minutes of the November meeting were a true record and they were duly signed. 
Matters Arising including:
Milton Marsh walk update    -  Clerk outlined the difficulty contacting Dwr Cymru and County Councillor Thomas agreed to provide a contact email .

 Flooding along Paddock Walk and onto Stephens Green – reported to PCC.

Feedback and update on Senior Citizens Christmas Dinner and Christmas Lantern parade.
· Senior Citizens Christmas dinner  - 63 residents served a three course meal with entertainment and 27 take away orders collected.    A lot of compliments received from residents.   
Chair has declined presiding as Chair to this event next time and it was agreed another representative be put forward when the Senior Citizens committee meet later in the year
Cllr Goodman asked if the rent from the Chip Shop van could be used to help fund the Senior Citizens Christmas Dinner next year.  It was agreed to schedule this for discussion at a meeting later in the year (possibly May).
· Lantern Procession went very well and observations for such an event next time were noted.  Thank you emails have been sent.  £45.02 in donations on the evening has been given to PATCH charity along with the left over selection boxes both of which were gratefully received. 
PAVS membership update – PAVS contacted who will provide a membership number. and sent the Standing Orders (though they asked for constitution).  Chair reported that he has information from PAVS that he will collate for next time. 


Consultation on changes to local government election rules    responses to OVW by 6th January 2026.   Clerk agreed to look at this survey and provide observations. 

Handyman advert –  Following discussion , it was agreed to contact both applicants who responded to the Facebook advert to obtain further information on insurance etc and to possibly use both for future work needed in the Parish .  These to applicants to be asked for insurance details and if they wish to be put on the Community Council’s approved list for work. 

County Councillors Report -   County Councillor Thomas reported on the following matters:
· Redberth - White slow road painting and rumble strips are on the PCC list  to be reapplied. 
· Redberth Bus shelter – update received.
· Redberth – Speed Survey of the road to Sageston to be initiated by PCC in the New Year.
· Abandoned cars on the detrunked road  to Carew Cheriton Control Tower – nothing can be done until after March 2026 as  this car has tax and MOT.
· Carew Bridge white lines up to the Bridge to be reapplied.
· Milton Bus Shelter -  PCC Ecology report is now needed due to the shelter being close to the river and stream.
· Speed survey report  through Pisgah down to Cresswell Quay now available  which showed average speeds around 24-25 mph .  Noted was that this was undertaken around Eastertime.  
· Update provided on the PCNPA  information at Milton Caravan site.   Enforcement Warning notice served in October.    Full planning application required or restore to previous.   NRW also informed. 
· County Councillor Thomas informed that a speed survey between Carew Bridge and Cross Hands (A4075 ) to be undertaken by PCC.
· County Councillor Thomas also discussed the safe travel to school around the Hays Lane Junction with Councillors 
· County Councillor Thomas informed that Carew Quarry  had invited more Councillors/residents  to join the Quarry Liaison Group meeting. 
· County Councillor Thomas also updated Councillors on the Initiative for a Banking Hub.
County Councillor Thomas then left the meeting.  

Post Office mobile service -    Councillors reviewed the information received on the changes to the mobile service for Carew and Milton.   Due to transport difficulties  these services will now be provided  (closest being ) at Cosheston Village Hall Car Park .    This information has been put on the Carew Community Council Facebook Page.    Councillors hoped that this matter was temporary and look forward to receiving more information from the Post Office Service in due course. 
Also discussed was that consideration for a charging point at Carew Memorial Hall Car Park be considered.  

Hate Crime Seminar discussion -   Postponed to future meeting.
Play Areas  - Councillors discussed the list kindly compiled by Cllr Griffiths on the work needed at the Carew and Milton Play areas.  Wickstead to be contacted regarding the roundabout bearings mentioned in the Carew report.  

Noticeboards update – Chair declared an interest in the quote received (*) . Chair also informed of the other sources of providing noticeboards he had tried to obtain quotes from to no avail.   
Quote received from Jacob Bowen .-  Quotes for three different sizes ringing from £580 to £700 each  .  Following discussion it was agreed that option 2 - £600 would be preferable.    Noted is the £180 per noticeboard for installation inclusive of materials and labour.  
Following discussion it was agreed to seek information on whether a discount for 9 noticeboards and 9 installation costs could be obtained .      This information would then be discussed further at the January meeting.
