Chair welcomed all to the first meeting of 2026.

Request for remote attendance – there were no requests for remote attendance.
Declarations of Interest -   Chair expressed an interest  items and will be marked (*) thus in the following minutes .
Minutes of the meeting in December  2025  -  It was proposed by Cllr Bland and seconded by Cllr Goodman that the minutes were a true record and they were duly signed. 

As Public Participation and Attendance by  Mr D Gascoigne and Mr T Gascoigne and Mrs Amy Pugh  the Planning Item on the Agenda was discussed first. 
In line with the Speaking at Meetings policy   Mr Gascoigne spoke on the planning application    25/0792/PA  .   This relates to expansion of scrap metal storage and metal recycling, vehicle storage, depollution and dismantling facility with office, car park, storage area and updates of operations from planning approval 21/0796/PA .
Unit C, G Building, Carew Pavillion, Carew Airfield, Tenby, SA70 8SX.

Councillors thanked Mr & Mr Gascoigne for their input and contribution to obtaining more insight into the concerns they expressed.   Chair thanked them for attending and providing further insight  and they then left the meeting. 

In discussion that ensued  it was resolved  to object to the expansion.    The aquifer in the vicinity  may be compromised by pollution  possibly leading to contamination of the SSI area.   PCC to be requested to ask that the environmental issues and NRW  advice be pursued in view of the noise, visual impact, proliferation of vermin and sheer size of the rubbish dump noted at the site.


25/0834/PA -    Variation of condition 2 (approved plans) of planning permission 24/1093/PA (Variation of condition 2 (Approved Plans & Documents) of planning permission 23/0993/PA (Erection of two detached dwellings).
Milton Manor, MILTON, Tenby, Pembrokeshire, SA70 8PG.   (*) Chair declared an interest and withdrew from the discussion.
Mrs Pugh provided background  and details of the variation.       
Chair thanked her for attending and contributing to further insight into the application and Mrs Pugh then left the meeting. 

In discussion that ensued it was resolved to ask PCC to approve this application.  There were no adverse comments nor obvious grounds for refusal identified.

New -  25/0810/PA -  Removal of Wall – 3 The Courtyard, Redberth (in retrospect)  LDD 25/1/26,      Councillors had viewed the planning application and accompanying documentation .   Following discussion it was agreed to object to the application  and to reiterate the concerns previously made to PCC.  The stone wall was  historical and integral to and in keeping with the village environs of Redberth.    The stone wall should be reinstated in like form to what was there before.


New -  25/0786/PA -  Rear single storey extension -  Southills Lodge, Deer Park Lane, Milton ,  Councillors  had viewed the planning application and accompanying documentation.   Following discussion it was agreed to ask PCC to approve the application.

Following discussion it  was agreed to   ask PCC to approve the application. 


Matters Arising including:
Milton Marsh walk update -  Cllrs  Griffiths, Bland and County Councillor Thomas met with representatives  of  Estates department    and Assets department of Dwr Cymru on Tuesday 13th January.   It was felt that this was a useful and meaningful meeting in establishing the Fence at the Marsh walk.  
Milton Water Pump -  County Councillor Thomas  had previously informed Councillors that the handle has broken away.   Following discussion it was agreed to pursue repair of this locally. 
noted that there are no dog foul bins along the Paddock Walk, Milton to Carew Cheriton .   There is a bin at the entrance to the Marsh Walk and at the Cemetery in Carew Cheriton. 
Biodiversity -   Nature Recovery Action Plan received from Site Ranger at PCNPA.
Further sites for biodiversity initiatives  including  tree planning discussed including Carew Newton Cemetery .    It was agreed to look at this further and at the next meeting in February .
PAVS membership registration completed and membership number obtained .
Precept setting and Budget for 2026/7 -   Councillors discussed this matter at length and in detail.   The budget was reviewed and adjusted.    It was then resolved and agreed by all present to request Precept  of £32,000 (thirty two thousand pounds) .
Hate Crime Seminar discussion  -  Cllr Griffiths gave a brief summary of the webinar she attended.  There is a free phone number 0300 3031982  for Victim Support and there is an online form to report Hate Crime on the Gov.uk website.  This to be discussed  further at February meeting .
Play Areas  including Quarterly reports for Milton and Carew from December 2025 
Following discussion it was agreed to fix a date for an Action Plan meeting to  address the issues of repair to the play equipment.
Noticeboards -   Chair declared an interest (*) and withdrew from discussion.   Clerk informed that a discount of £30 per noticeboard (of which 9 are required) for the fixing.  No information on discount for the cost of each noticeboard had been forthcoming.  
Following discussion  it was proposed by Cllr Bland and seconded by Cllr Goodman that 9 noticeboards be purchased (£600 x 9) at a cost of £6750 including discounted fixing rate.      This money to be reclaimed from Section 106 monies as previously agreed.  
Handyman -  Chair declared an interest (*) and withdrew from discussion.   Two applicants had been asked to provide their insurance details and whether they wish to be include on approved list for  work in the Parish.  Only one has responded who is awaiting his insurance renewal documents which will be sent on .
